
RIDER INFORMATION BVBF 2012 
 
HELMETS ARE REQUIRED FOR ALL RIDERS:  You can start when or where you want, but just take note of rest stop 
opening and closing times below.  Please obey all traffic laws and practice common group rider courtesies such as

PARKING:  
Parking at the Vista Inn is for hotel guests only .  Parking is available at the Sangre De Cristo Electric Assn, north of 
the Vista Inn on Hwy 24 and at the United Congregation Church of Christ.  Go south from the Vista Inn on US Hwy 24 
N, right on Crossman, left on Pleasant Ave, to first right into church parking lot.  The church has restroom facilities 
available.  Please leave them clean and in good order. No BVBF parking is allowed at the church on Sunday morning   
Also, no overnight or Saturday parking is allowed in McPhelemy Park.   
 
RIDER WRIST BANDS AND HELMET NUMBERS:   
You must wear  your BVBF wrist band and it must be visible  to receive rest stop food, lunch, sag support and 
entrance to the post ride party.  Have rider identification number attached to your helmet.

Due to higher than normal winter snow pack this year 
Lake County Road and Bridge was not able to clear road en ough to make it safe for cycling  or sufficient ly wide 
enough for us to get our support  and emergence vehicles around the lake. This year the Turquoise Lake Road 
will be closed. W e will be using our secondary/alternative route to the Summit of Tennessee Pass.
